To bring all these blessing into materialization, it involves radical
action. Understand that God does not give us anything in the
finished state. For instance, if you need dining table and chair,
you have to go into the forest and cut timber down, bring it to the
saw machine where it will be worked upon until it is finished and
made useable after it has been polished. If you cannot put some
force to work your blessing will be inconvertible and unusable to
you. For any chemical reaction to take place, some form of
catalyse is required. For example, in order to make sulphuric
acid, two necessary ingredients are sulphur and hydrogen.



However, just bringing the two together will not result in
sulphuric acid. A third ingredient, a catalyst is needed. The
chemical reaction will take place and sulphuric acid will be made
only when a small quantity of silver is added as a catalyst. In the
same way, for the divine blessing to enter into the hearts of people
and react in their lives, a catalyst is necessary. Your divine
blessing must be provoked before its physical manifestation.
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INTRODUCTION: The first utterance of God unto man

was blessing. And that blessing became a default of every
human being on earth. But it was so pathetic that not
every human being is partaking of the blessing including
many ignorant believers. My people are destroyed not
because they don’t know God but because they are naive
of their divine birth right. It is just like a man with one
billion naira transferred to his bank account by his late
father but because he cannot read or write, the money was
useless to him.

This experience is supported by the law of motion
that says, “All object assumed the state of rest until a force
is applied.” ...The violent take it by force. [Matt.11:12.]
Divine blessing does not just fall on you casually but with
strong action from you. Abraham was blessed because he
was strictly obedient to God’s order that he should leave
his comfort zone which was his father house where they
worshiped idol. Isaac provoked God’s blessing through his
obedience to God’s command to sow in a dry land.
Solomon became blessed because he gave an offering that
open the door of blessing and also cause God’s divine
encounter with him. It is my believe that if you will read
this book with a strong expectation it will open your eye of
understanding. It will transform your life. And it will
deliver your long awaiting expectation.

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CHAPTER ONE
PROVISION ANSWERS TO VISION

“Eyes that look are common, but eyes that see are
uncommon.”

“And the word of the Lord came unto me, saying, Son of man,
what is that proverb that ye have in the land of Israel, saying,
The days are prolonged, and every vision faileth? Tell them
therefore, Thus saith the Lord God ; I will make this proverb
to cease, and they shall no more use it as a proverb in Israel;
but say unto them, The days are at hand, and the effect of
every vision. For there shall be no more any vain vision nor
flattering divination within the house of Israel. For I am the
Lord : I will speak, and the word that I shall speak shall come
to pass; it shall be no more prolonged: for in your days, O



rebellious house, will I say the word, and will perform it, saith
the Lord God . Again the word of the Lord came to me,
saying, Son of man, behold, they of the house of Israel say,
The vision that he seeth is for many days to come, and he
prophesieth of the times that are far off. Therefore say unto
them, Thus saith the Lord God ; There shall none of my words
be prolonged any more, but the word which I have spoken
shall be done, saith the Lord God.” [Eze.12:21-28.] .Common
words that people use today is blessing, to the extent that most
parents name their children after it. But in reality it does not
have effect in their lives. “When the purpose of a thing is not
known abuse is inevitable.” Let us take a look at the meaning
of the title of this book which is summarised in these three
words: Provoke, divine and blessing.

To provoke is to bring about a reaction. To arouse or to
stimulate. Reaction can be positive or negative. Divine is
anything supernatural in nature. It is heavenly and eternal.
Blessing according to the dictionary means a pronouncement
invoking divine aid. According to Vine’s Complete
Expository Dictionary: Blessing is ‘brakah’ whose it meaning
is in two ways. When expressed by men,

“blessing” is a wish or prayer for a blessing that is to come in
the future: “And God give thee the blessing of Abraham, to
thee, and to thy seed with thee; that thou mayest inherit the
land wherein thou art a stranger, which God gave unto
Abraham. [Gen.28:4.] It may also mean a gift given to
someone. [Gen.33:11.]



When a “blessing” was directed to God, it was a word of
praise and thanks giving, as in: “Stand up and bless the Lord
your God for ever and ever: and blessed be thy glorious name,
which 1s exalted above all blessings and praise.” [Neh.9:5.]

Going by these definitions Provoking Divine Blessing can be
explained as: stimulating God’s supernatural invocation on us
for it physical manifestation. Provoking Divine Blessing also
follow three levels production which are: primary production,
secondary production and tertiary production. Primary aspect
of Provoking Divine Blessing is to discover this blessing by
revelation. Secondary aspect of this Provoking Divine
Blessing is to provoke or to stimulate it fulfilment. Tertiary
level of Provoking Divine Blessing is to use the
materialization of this blessing to serve God’s course and
humanity.

For the purpose of this book we are considering how to force
the physical manifestation of this Divine Blessing.

God does not buy the idea of waste. “When they are filled, he
said unto his disciples, Gather up the fragments that remain,
that nothing be lost.” [Jn.6:12.] God released His blessing as a
result of demand place on Him in other to meet some certain
needs. People that were with Jesus Christ for three days were
hungry and He asked His disciples to feed them. He said this
in other to know their faith because He Himself knew what to
do. It was natural that His disciples could not see five loafs of
bread and two fishes feeding the crowd. What you do not see,
you cannot possess. How far you can see, 1s how far you can
go in life. Jesus blessed the two fishes and five loafs of bread



and fed the multitude. Provision answers to vision. No vision,
no provision. If you are praying for money you must first
answer why first. Why will God lavish money on you? If you
can answer that question wisely you are on your way to
moving God’s hand on you.

What is vision? Vision the ability to see. “The future you
cannot picture in your heart, you cannot feature.” Since
blessing is divine in nature therefore it takes inner eye to
access it. When prophet Elisha was surrounded with horses of
battle his servant was frightened. Elisha prayed and his eyes
was opened and he saw the chariots of fire... [2Kings 6:8-18.]
You have to see it in the realm of the spirit before it physical
manifestation. Where there is no vision, people
perish....[Pro.29:18.]

HOW TO ACCESS VISION:

1. Through divine intervention. Divine intervention takes
place in three ways. (A.) Direct Encounter with Lord.
Abraham Isaac and Jacob constantly had encounter with
God. [Gen.12:1; 26:2; 28:10-18.] This can take place
either through dream or vision. B.) Angelic
manifestation. Angels normally respond to the prayers
of the righteous. [Ps.34:7,15.] when Daniel fasted and
prayed for 21 days angel Gabriel appeared unto him for
the answer of his prayer. [Dan.9:1-23; 10:12.] Angelic
manifestations is an indirect contact with God. When
Zachariah was praying at the hour of prayer angel
Gabriel also appeared to him to deliver God’s message
unto him. [Luke 1:10-22.] The same angel Gabriel



appeared unto Mary to convey a divine message unto
her. [Luke 1:26-38.] Cornelius was a devoted man when
he prayed an angel also manifested unto him as a
response to his prayers. [Acts 10:1-7.] (C.) Prophetic
ministrations. The Prophet is a seer. Prophet is called
“nabi1” in the old testament meaning: someone who spoke
for, or was moved upon by God to give a message
something direct from Jehovah to the people. [1Sam.9:6-
9.] all seers were prophets but all prophets were not
seers. One who sees 1n a vision or other wise what 1s
predicted was a seer; where as, a prophet would
sometimes speak as the Holy Spirit moves him, without
seeing anything. [Num.12:6.] God cannot do anything
except He revealed His secretes unto His servants the
prophets. [Amos 3:7.]

Vision and dreams are the language of the Holy Spirit.
[Joel 2:28.] Divine intervention can be accelerated by
fasting and prayer. Often time God revealed His secretes
to those who fear Him. [Psalm 25:14.]

2.) Meditation. This is an act of contemplating; to keep
the mind fixed upon; to study. When you meditate on
God’s word it 1s like rubbing your little mind on God’s
higher mind. Iron sharpen iron. [Jos.1:8; Ps. 1:8;
Gen.24:63.] What you hear you are like to forget, but
what you see will still stick into mind forever. I you are
humble enough to pray God will show you revelation
that will illuminate your life entirely. [Jer.33:3.]



I decree and declare your eyes of understanding shall be
open in Jesus name. The step that will take you forward,
you shall be moved to take it in Jesus name.

CHAPTER TWO

INSTANT OBEDIENCE

“Until you give attention to your intention, the world will
not give you attention.” And David said unto
Ahimelech, and 1s there not here under thine hand spear
or sword? For I have neither brought my sword nor my
weapons with me, because the king’s business required
haste. [1Sam.21:8.] Delayed obedience is equal to
disobedient. God order requires urgency. Obedience to
God’s command is the strongest catalyst that easily
provoke God to release divine blessings. Abraham was
transported into sworn blessing as a result of obedience
to God’s order to sacrifice his only son Isaac.

PROMPT OBEDIENCE KEY TO DIVINE
BLESSING

If ye are willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good of
the land: But if ye refuse and rebel, ye shall be devoured
with the sword: for the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it.
[Isaiah 1:19-20.] There are times that God does not hold
us any explanation but command immediate obedient to
His order.

Closed to one hundred and twenty years God said unto

Abraham go and sacrifice your only son Isaac, whom



you loved. “And it came to pass after these things, that
God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, Abraham:
and he said, Behold, here I am. And he said, Take now
thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get
thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a
burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will
tell thee of. And Abraham rose up early in the morning,
and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with
him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt
offering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which
God had told him. Then on the third day Abraham lifted
up his eyes, and saw the place afar off. And Abraham
said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and
I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again
to you. And Abraham took the wood of the burnt
offering, and laid it upon Isaac his son; and he took the

fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of them



together. And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and
said, My father: and he said, Here am I, my son. And he
said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where 1s the lamb
for a burnt offering? And Abraham said, My son, God
will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they
went both of them together. And they came to the place
which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar
there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his
son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood. And
Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to
slay his son. And the angel of the Lord called unto him
out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said,
Here am I. And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad,
neither do thou any thing unto him: for now I know that
thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son,
thine only son from me. And Abraham lifted up his eyes,

and looked, and behold behind him a ram caught in a



thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the
ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead
of his son. And Abraham called the name of that place
Jehovah-jireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the
Lord it shall be seen. And the angel of the Lord called
unto Abraham out of heaven the second time.”
[Gen.22:1-15.] That 1s a great trial. But guess what
Abraham was totally obedient unto God. This act from
Abraham prompted God to says: “By myself have I
sworn, saith the Lord, for because thou hast done this
thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son: That
in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will
multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the
sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall
possess the gate of his enemies; And in thy seed shall all
the nations of the earth be blessed; because thou hast

obeyed my voice.” [Gen.22:16-18.] The equation must



be balance before the blessing can follow. What is the
equation? Willingness + obedience= Reward. Many of
us are willing but not obedient. That is why many are
denied their blessing. The Bible says, so then it is not of
him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that
sheweth mercy. [Rom.9:16.] There is limit to where your
physical power can take you to, compare to your prompt
obedience to God. Remember that the race is not to the
swift, nor battle to the strong, neither yet bread to the
wise, nor yet riches to men of understanding, nor yet
favour to men of skill...[Ecc.9:11.] “Energy without
strategy, lead to tragedy.” The strategy needed to
engaged before sworn blessing can be yours is
willingness and prompt obedience.

Assuming Abraham has allowed fear of the unknown to
paralyze his action we would not found his name in the

hall of faith. Fear 1s one the greatest weapon of the devil.



That 1s why fear not appeared 365 times in the bible. It
means that every day there is fear not since there is 365
days 1n a year. It is very important for you to say to
yourself fear not! WHAT IS FEAR? A STRONG,
UNCONTROLLABLE, UNPLEASANT EMOTION
CAUSED BY ACTUAL OR PERCEIVED DANGER

OR THREAT. Fear in acronym is

F = false

E = evidence

* A = appearing

R =real

All together it means false evidence appearing real. Life
will always throw fear at you but always let your faith
respond to. The reason is because faith is the opposite of
fear. Don’t allow fear to cripple your potential. Fear is the

killer of destiny. Many Israelite that left Egypt could not



entered into Canaan not because there are giants on the way
but because of fear. Three times God said unto Joshua be
courageous. [Jos.1:6,7,9.] Fear has torment. [1Jn.4:18.] And
there were four leprous men at the entering in of the gate:
and they said one to another, why sit we here until we die?
If we say, we will enter into the city, then the famine is in
the city, and we shall die there: and if we sit still here, we
will die also. Now therefore come, and let us fall unto the
host of the Syrians: if they save us alive, we shall live: and
if they kill us, we shall die. [2Kgs.7:3-4.] Life is not
stationary but mobile. Until you leave your comfort zone of
fear, you will not get anything done in life. Rise and give
attention to you intention and see how the world will give

you attention.

to trust and obey.



I bind every spirit of disobedience in your life in Jesus
name. | bring to the subjection of the knowledge of Christ
everything that exalt itself above the knowledge God in
your life. Every kneel of the devil shall bow for you in

Jesus name.

CHAPTER THREE
RACE OF FAITH.

“Faith 1s a living force, drawn from a living word, to attract

a living proof.”

“I will stand upon my watch, and set me upon the tower,
and will watch to see what he will say unto me, and what I
shall answer when I am reproved. And the Lord answered
me, and said, Write the vision, and make it plain upon
tables, that he may run that readeth it. For the vision is yet
for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not

lie: though it tarry, wait for it; because it will surely come,



it will not tarry. Behold, his soul which i1s lifted up 1s not
upright in him: but the just shall live by his faith.”
[Hab.2:1-4.] What you hear or see continuously will stick
into your conscious and subconscious mind. Faith comes by
hearing, hearing by the word of God. [Rom.10:17.]
Obedience + action = faith. As body without spirit is dead,
so 1s faith without work 1s dead. [Jas.2:26.] You cannot get
anything from God without faith. [Heb.11:6.] Faith is the
currency that is required to trade with God. Faith is the
spiritual force that determines your placement in life. Faith
is what transformed an ordinary person to a hero. To
change divine blessing from spiritual product to physical

uses you need to put your faith to work.

“Now faith is the substance of the things hoped for, the
evidence of things not seen.” [Heb.11:6.] Let us take time
to consider two words from the above text which are:

“substance” and “hope”. What is substance? Substance is a



physical matter; material. The essential part of anything;
the most vital part. The Greek meaning of the word
substance is “hupostasis,” a support; ground work;
confidence; subsistence; reality; essence. Substance is a
spiritual “title deed”( a legal document proving a person’s
right to property) that support the ground work of your
expectation. The example of this substance is found in the
physical person of Jesus Christ compared to the spiritual
person of God. “Who being the brightness of his glory, and
express image of his person...” [Heb.1:3.] Gr. hupostasis,
person; substance [Heb.11:3]; Confidence [2Cor.11:17;
Heb.3:14]; and confident [2Cor.9:4]. Here it refers to
essential substance or that which constitutes deity in body,
soul, and spirit. Since everything was created by the word
of God, God also upheld or sustained all things by the word

of His power. [Jn.1:3; Heb.1:3.]



“Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of
incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth
for ever. For all flesh 1s as grass, and all the glory of man as
the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower
thereof falleth away: But the word of the Lord endureth for
ever. And this is the word which by the gospel 1s preached
unto you.” [1 Peter 1:23-25.] Everything on earth is subject
to change but only the word of God stands forever.
Whatever that is used to create something will also
determined its sustenance. Substance is that word of God
that manufacture and also sustained all things. The second
word to be considered is “hope”. Hope is defined as:
someone (or something) on which expectations are centred.
To want something to happen, and to be optimistic. What
you don’t expect, you cannot inspect. Surely there is an end
but your expectation shall not be cut off. This ground work

of faith must be in place before you can take delivery of



your expected divine blessing. The principles are as

follows:

1.) Meditate constantly on the title deed of your

expectation.

2.) Be always optimistic about your expectation.

3.) Confess your expectation daily.

4.) Exercise your faith constantly on your expectation.

Faith works fast on revelation. Often time when God
wanted to build faith in Abraham’s heart, He painted
pictures of what He wanted to do for him. Before Sarah
became pregnant God asked Abraham to count the stars in
the heaven and he believed God and it was counted unto
him for righteousness. “After these things the word of the
Lord came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not,
Abram: I am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward.

And Abram said, Lord God , what wilt thou give me, seeing



I go childless, and the steward of my house is this Eliezer
of Damascus? And Abram said, Behold, to me thou hast
given no seed: and, lo, one born in my house is mine heir.
And, behold, the word of the Lord came unto him, saying,
This shall not be thine heir; but he that shall come forth out
of thine own bowels shall be thine heir. And he brought
him forth abroad, and said, Look now toward heaven, and
tell the stars, 1f thou be able to number them: and he said
unto him, So shall thy seed be. And he believed in the Lord
; and he counted it to him for righteousness.” [Gen.15:1-6.]
Despite that Sarah was beyond the age of menopause God
had to work with their faith so that the blessing of
procreation in Genesis chapter one verse twenty eight can
be fulfilled in their lives. Sara thought that it was finished
for her but with God all things are possible. “And they said
unto him, Where is Sarah thy wife? And he said, Behold, in

the tent. And he said, I will certainly return unto thee



according to the time of life; and, lo, Sarah thy wife shall
have a son. And Sarah heard it in the tent door, which was
behind him. Now Abraham and Sarah were old and well
stricken in age; and it ceased to be with Sarah after the
manner of women. Therefore Sarah laughed within herself,
saying, After I am waxed old shall I have pleasure, my lord
being old also? And the Lord said unto Abraham,
Wherefore did Sarah laugh, saying, Shall I of a surety bear
a child, which am old? Is any thing too hard for the Lord ?
At the time appointed I will return unto thee, according to
the time of life, and Sarah shall have a son. Then Sarah
denied, saying, I laughed not; for she was afraid. And he
said, Nay; but thou didst laugh.” [Gen.18:9-15.] It 1s not
over for you yet. It is not finish until it is finished. Delayed
is not a denial. Always remember that God cannot lie,
because He is not a man. Abraham and Sarah did not weak

in faith but wax strong giving glory to God. “(As it is



written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before
him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the
dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they
were. Who against hope believed in hope, that he might
become the father of many nations; according to that which
was spoken, So shall thy seed be. And being not weak in
faith, he considered not his own body now dead, when he
was about an hundred years old, neither yet the deadness of
Sara's womb: He staggered not at the promise of God
through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to
God; And being fully persuaded that, what he had
promised, he was able also to perform. And therefore it was
imputed to him for righteousness. Now it was not written
for his sake alone, that it was imputed to him; But for us
also, to whom it shall be imputed, i1f we believe on him that
raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead.” [Rom.4:17-24.]

We have to learn from Abraham and Sarah lifestyle



because God had chosen them to be our example. “Look
unto Abraham your father, and unto Sarah that bare you:
for I called him alone, and blessed him, and increased him.”
[Gen.51:2.] Despite that God had destined Abraham as
father of many nations yet he needed the catalyst of faith to
enforce the fulfilment of that promise. We must exercise
our faith to take full delivery of our glorious destiny.
Finally God remembered Sarah at the age of 90 years and
she gave birth to Isaac. “And the Lord visited Sarah as he
had said, and the Lord did unto Sarah as he had spoken. For
Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old age, at
the set time of which God had spoken to him. And
Abraham called the name of his son that was born unto
him, whom Sarah bare to him, Isaac.” [Gen.21:1-3.] There
is no one that God forgotten but our times are different.
God answered Sarah at 90 years. What else can He not do?

Your testimony is the next in Jesus name, Amen. Every



delayed promise shall be delivered. No more stagnation in
Jesus name. Stop running here and there, seat down and
search the scripture to discover by revelation what is there
for you. The solution to your problem is not in the hand of
any herbalist but in God’s hand. God’s word 1s the
expression of God’s deed. Search through the scripture.
[Jn.5:39.] A man of faith is an action man. Therefore, faith
is a race. You will get to your destination in Jesus name.

CHAPTER FOUR
LOADING YOUR HEAVEN

“The fruit of your future, is hidden inside the seed in your

hand today.”

“If the clouds be full of rain, they empty themselves upon
the earth: and if the tree fall toward the south, or toward the
north, in the place where the tree falleth, there it shall

be.”[Ecc.11:3.]

For instance, before any army get to the battle field, it is
required of him to load his gun with enough bullets. It is the
bullets that are loaded inside the gun that the trigger will
force out when you pull it.

Before you start placing demand on heaven, you must



ensure you have loaded heaven before or else you will not

receive anything.

HOW TO LOAD HEAVEN:

1) GIVING.

“Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there
may be meat in mine house, and prove me now
herewith, saith the Lord of hosts, if I will not open you
the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing,
that there shall not be room enough to receive it.”
[Mal.3:10.] The word of God through prophet Malachi
said you can load heaven with tithes and offerings.
Tithe 1s 10% of your income and it belongs to God.
Offering is a contribution given at a religious service.
Tithe and offering are obligation from God to all
Christians that want to prosper financially.

Abraham paid tithe to Melchizedek and he was
blessed.

“And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread
and wine: and he was the priest of the most high God.

And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of



the most high God, possessor of heaven and earth:
And blessed be the most high God, which hath
delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave
him tithes of all.” [Gen.14:18-20.]

Solomon gave a thousand offering unto God and it
propelled his divine encounter.

“And Solomon loved the Lord , walking in the statutes
of David his father: only he sacrificed and burnt
incense in high places. And the king went to Gibeon to
sacrifice there; for that was the great high place: a
thousand burnt offerings did Solomon offer upon that
altar. In Gibeon the Lord appeared to Solomon in a
dream by night: and God said, Ask what I shall give
thee. And Solomon said, Thou hast shewed unto thy
servant David my father great mercy, according as he
walked before thee in truth, and in righteousness, and
in uprightness of heart with thee; and thou hast kept
for him this great kindness, that thou hast given him a
son to sit on his throne, as it is this day. And now, O
Lord my God, thou hast made thy servant king instead
of David my father: and I am but a little child: I know

not how to go out or come in. And thy servant is in the



midst of thy people which thou hast chosen, a great
people, that cannot be numbered nor counted for
multitude. Give therefore thy servant an understanding
heart to judge thy people, that I may discern between
good and bad: for who is able to judge this thy so great
a people? And the speech pleased the Lord, that
Solomon had asked this thing. And God said unto him,
Because thou hast asked this thing, and hast not asked
for thyself long life; neither hast asked riches for
thyself, nor hast asked the life of thine enemies; but
hast asked for thyself understanding to discern
judgment; Behold, I have done according to thy
words: lo, I have given thee a wise and an
understanding heart; so that there was none like thee
before thee, neither after thee shall any arise like unto
thee. And I have also given thee that which thou hast
not asked, both riches, and honour: so that there shall
not be any among the kings like unto thee all thy
days.” [1Kings 3:3-13.] God commanded Moses to
collect offering from Israel when they were about
building the temple in the wilderness. “And Moses

spake unto all the congregation of the children of



Israel, saying, This is the thing which the Lord
commanded, saying, Take ye from among you an
offering unto the Lord : whosoever is of a willing
heart, let him bring it, an offering of the Lord ; gold,
and silver, and brass, And blue, and purple, and
scarlet, and fine linen, and goats' hair, And rams' skins
dyed red, and badgers' skins, and shittim wood, And
oil for the light, and spices for anointing oil, and for
the sweet incense, And onyx stones, and stones to be
set for the ephod, and for the breastplate. And every
wise hearted among you shall come, and make all that
the Lord hath commanded; The tabernacle, his tent,
and his covering, his taches, and his boards, his bars,
his pillars, and his sockets, The ark, and the staves
thereof, with the mercy seat, and the vail of the
covering, The table, and his staves, and all his vessels,
and the shewbread, The candlestick also for the light,
and his furniture, and his lamps, with the oil for the
light, And the incense altar, and his staves, and the
anointing oil, and the sweet incense, and the hanging
for the door at the entering in of the tabernacle, The

altar of burnt offering, with his brasen grate, his



staves, and all his vessels, the laver and his foot, The
hangings of the court, his pillars, and their sockets, and
the hanging for the door of the court, The pins of the
tabernacle, and the pins of the court, and their cords,
The cloths of service, to do service in the holy place,
the holy garments for Aaron the priest, and the
garments of his sons, to minister in the priest's office.
And all the congregation of the children of Israel
departed from the presence of Moses. And they came,
every one whose heart stirred him up, and every one
whom his spirit made willing, and they brought the
Lord's offering to the work of the tabernacle of the
congregation, and for all his service, and for the holy
garments. And they came, both men and women, as
many as were willing hearted, and brought bracelets,
and earrings, and rings, and tablets, all jewels of gold:
and every man that offered offered an offering of gold
unto the Lord . And every man, with whom was found
blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine linen, and goats'
hair, and red skins of rams, and badgers' skins, brought
them. Every one that did offer an offering of silver and

brass brought the Lord's offering: and every man, with



whom was found shittim wood for any work of the
service, brought it. And all the women that were wise
hearted did spin with their hands, and brought that
which they had spun, both of blue, and of purple, and
of scarlet, and of fine linen. And all the women whose
heart stirred them up in wisdom spun goats' hair. And
the rulers brought onyx stones, and stones to be set, for
the ephod, and for the breastplate; And spice, and oil
for the light, and for the anointing oil, and for the
sweet incense. The children of Israel brought a willing
offering unto the Lord , every man and woman, whose
heart made them willing to bring for all manner of
work, which the Lord had commanded to be made by
the hand of Moses. And Moses said unto the children
of Israel, See, the Lord hath called by name Bezaleel
the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah;
And he hath filled him with the spirit of God, in
wisdom, in understanding, and in knowledge, and in
all manner of workmanship; And to devise curious
works, to work in gold, and in silver, and in brass, And
in the cutting of stones, to set them, and in carving of

wood, to make any manner of cunning work. And he



hath put in his heart that he may teach, both he, and
Aholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan.
Them hath he filled with wisdom of heart, to work all
manner of work, of the engraver, and of the cunning
workman, and of the embroiderer, in blue, and in
purple, in scarlet, and in fine linen, and of the weaver,
even of them that do any work, and of those that
devise cunning work.” [Ex0.35:3-35.] Offering is not
to be giving for God’s work alone but for those in
need. God said because the poor shall not seize in the
land therefore, we must open our hand to our
neighbour. [Deu.15:11.] Jesus said whatever that is
given to the smallest of the believers 1s done to Him.
[Matt.25:31-46; Gal.6:6-10.]

Reward of Giving: rain. God said prove me with this,
if I will not open you the windows of heaven and pour
you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough
to receive it. When heaven open what descended is
rain which is one of the symbol of the Holy Spirit.
Rain is meant for refreshment. According to science
there is really nothing called rain in the atmosphere.

What turn to rain by condensation, 1s what evaporates

from the surface of the ground. What goes up 1s what
comes down. In reality it is evaporation before rain.
Something must go up from man, before there can be
any out pouring. It is God’s law when nothing goes
out from you, you should not expect anything from
heaven. When heaven is loaded by giving what comes
down is the Holy Spirit in form of physical rain. And it
effect manifested in: spirit of wisdom, understanding,
counsel, knowledge, might and fear of the Lord.
[Isaiah 11:2.]

PRAYER. Prayer is licensing God to intervene into
earthly affairs. Call on me I will answer says the Lord
of host. [Jer.33:3; Isa.55:6.] When prayer goes up,
miracle come down. Elijah declared closed heaven for
three years and six months. When it was time that
heaven ought to open Elijah began to cried unto God
in prayer and God open heaven. “And Elijah said unto
Ahab, Get thee up, eat and drink; for there is a sound
of abundance of rain. So Ahab went up to eat and to
drink. And Elijah went up to the top of Carmel; and he
cast himself down upon the earth, and put his face

between his knees, And said to his servant, Go up



now, look toward the sea. And he went up, and looked,
and said, There is nothing. And he said, Go again
seven times. And it came to pass at the seventh time,
that he said, Behold, there ariseth a little cloud out of
the sea, like a man's hand. And he said, Go up, say
unto Ahab, Prepare thy chariot, and get thee down,
that the rain stop thee not. And it came to pass in the
mean while, that the heaven was black with clouds and
wind, and there was a great rain. And Ahab rode, and
went to Jezreel. And the hand of the Lord was on
Elijah; and he girded up his loins, and ran before Ahab
to the entrance of Jezreel.” [1Kgs.18:41-46.] God said
when my people humble themselves and pray, I will

hear from heaven.

“If my people, which are called by my name, shall
humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn
from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and

will forgive their sin, and will heal their land. [2Chro.7:14.]

Don’t be too lazy to pray. Prayer less Christians are

powerless Christians.



I decree and declare power of prayer come upon you in
Jesus name. Heaven will recognise your voice in Jesus
name. But always remember that only those who has clean
hands, pure heart, who did not lift up his heart to vanity or
swear deceitfully. [ Ps.24:3-4.]

CHAPTER FIVE
ACTIVATING DIVINE BLESSING

“Until a force of faith is applied, your life will not move to the
next level.”

“John answered and said, A man can receive nothing,
except it be given him from heaven.” [Jn.3:27.] The violent
have to take it by force not complacent. God said to Moses
I have given the land of Amorite but yet you must fight to

take possession of it.

“Rise ye up, take your journey, and pass over the river
Arnon: behold, I have given into thine hand Sihon the
Amorite, king of Heshbon, and his land: begin to possess it,
and contend with him in battle.” [Deu.2:24.] Destiny is not
for lazy people but for violent people in faith. Satan does

not want many people to get into the fulfilment of their



destiny. Apostle Paul said I fought with beast at Ephesus.
There are beasts, giants, demons and satan to fight with
before you can fully take delivery of your blessing in God.
In Revelation 12 there was a woman who was in pain of
delivery and satan also is set to swallow her baby. There
are many destinies at the verge of delivery that the devil 1s
waiting to swallow. That is why the Bible says, “Be sober,
be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring
lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour: Whom
ye shall resist stedfastly in the faith, knowing that the same
afflictions are accomplished in your brethren that are in the

world.” [1 Peter 5:8-9.]

To take full delivery of your Divine Blessing, take the

following three steps:

1.) Have a specific burning desire. If you desire to acquire
your desire, you must be totally committed to your
desire. The woman with the issue of blood does not
allow the status quo of the day to stop her from getting
her desire. She was desperate and totally committed to
what she wanted. How committed are you in your

quest to take full delivery of your divine blessing.

“And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood
twelve years, And had suffered many things of many
physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was
nothing bettered, but rather grew worse, When she had
heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched
his garment. For she said, If I may touch but his
clothes, I shall be whole. And straightway the fountain
of her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body that
she was healed of that plague.” [Mark 5:25-29.]
Bartimaeus showed that same desperation before he
received his healing. Despite that he was blind his ears
were not deaf. He heard that Jesus of Nazareth was
passing by and he cried have mercy on me. The people
that were going with Jesus asked him to close his
mouth but he cried the more. Finally Jesus asked him
to come immediately he threw away his garment so
that it will not delay him. When Jesus asked him what
his desire was? He said he wanted to see. [Luke 18:35-
43.] There principles in this scripture supported what
we discussing here.

Pray over your desire. Prayer is a dialogue not a

monologue. It meant that when you talk to God, allow

God to talk to you also. Prayer is a spiritual realm
where you negotiate with God. Abraham waited with
God alone and negotiated the deliverance of his
nephew Lot. [Gen.18:17-33.] Do not be too egoistic to
pray your desire unto God. No matter how terrible the
situation of nation is, God is still looking for one
person that will stand in gap and pray. [Eze.22:30.]
Despite that God has predestined Jacob to be great in
life yet he need to wrestle with God in prayer before
his destiny manifested. [Gen.32:24-28.] You too need
to fight the fight of faith in prayer.

Believe in your desire. What you cannot believe, you
cannot take possession of . If you can believe you will
see the glory of God. If you believe in your desire, you
will see the manifestation of your desire. Many
Israelite departed in Egypt but they could not get to
Canaan simply because they do not believe that they
can get there. If you can believe all things are possible
to him who believed. [Mark 9:23.] Jesus said desire,
believe and pray and you will get your expectation.
The just shall live by his faith. Without faith you

cannot receive anything from God. [Heb.11:6.]

CHAPTER SIX  LAW OF SOWING AND REAPING

“The fruit of tomorrow’s harvest, 1s hidden inside

today’s seed.”

“Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a
man soweth, that shall he also reap. For he that soweth to
his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that
soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.
And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we

shall reap, if we faint not.” [Gal.6:7-9.]

It is God’s command that, seed time and harvest time will
not cease....[Gen.8:22.] God has made life to be very simple
and specific through the law of sowing and reaping. For
instance, if you want to eat maize in the next three months,
what you have to do is to plant maize seed and after 3
months you will eat maize. What you need tomorrow is in
the seed of whatever that is in your hand today. There was
economic meltdown in Israel. Everything was meltdown as

a result of lack of rain. God said unto Elijah arise and go to



Zarephath there I have prepared a widow to take care of
you. The widow that God prepared to take care of Elijah
also needed support. Elijah told the widow to go and
prepare something for him to eat but the woman was
narrating what went wrong with her and her lack. Elijah
worked on her faith so that she could sow and be blessed.
[1Kings 17:1-16.] Believe in the Lord your God so shall
you be established; believe His prophets and you shall
prosper. [2Chro.20:20.] Elijah wanted that widow to have
plenty during that scarcity but the woman need to sow the
little bread that remained for her son and her before she can
have her desire. God kept the destiny of a tree inside a tiny
seed. Sow a seed and have your fruit. “And God said, Let
the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the
fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, whose seed is in itself,
upon the earth: and it was so. And the earth brought forth
grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and the tree
yielding fruit, whose seed was in itself, after his kind: and
God saw that it was good.” [Gen.1:11-12.] What you sow
determine what you will reap. The quantity and quality of
your seed matter most. “But this I say, He which soweth

sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth



bountifully shall reap also bountifully.” [2Cor.9:6.] Do not
be greedy when you are sowing your seed. Sow in the
morning, in the night because only God knows the one that
will prosper. Time should not limit your sowing. “Cast thy
bread upon the waters: for thou shalt find it after many
days. Give a portion to seven, and also to eight; for thou
knowest not what evil shall be upon the earth. If the clouds
be full of rain, they empty themselves upon the earth: and if
the tree fall toward the south, or toward the north, in the
place where the tree falleth, there it shall be. He that
observeth the wind shall not sow; and he that regardeth the
clouds shall not reap. As thou knowest not what 1s the way
of the spirit, nor how the bones do grow in the womb of her
that is with child: even so thou knowest not the works of
God who maketh all. In the morning sow thy seed, and in
the evening withhold not thine hand: for thou knowest not
whether shall prosper, either this or that, or whether they
both shall be alike good.” [Ecc.11:1-6.] Miracle answer to
prayer and money is answerable to sowing money. We are
product of our choice. The choice you make today will
determine your destiny tomorrow. “Attitude determines

your altitude not aptitude.” Apply wisdom of sowing if you



do not want your destiny to face shame of poverty.
Abraham sowed Isaac in faith, believing that God could
raise him up again. And Abraham became father of many
nations. God gave His only begotten and He receives many
saved children in return. Solomon sowed a thousand
offering and he had encounter with God. Give your way

into your destiny. May you prosper in Jesus name.
CHAPTER SEVEN SURE BANKING

“When the purpose of a thing is not known, abuse is in-
evitable.” Whatever gets your attention can get your life.
“For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.”
[Matt.6:21.] When you seek God, God will give you gold.
Remember what God did not give you nobody can give
you. Whatever the devil offers you, will surely attract great
return. “The blessing of the Lord, it maketh rich, and he
addeth no sorrow with it.” [Pro.10:22.] The purpose of
divine blessing is to serve God’s course and people’s needs.
Whatever you have is given to you by the Lord and the
purpose of it is to serve God. “And ye shall serve the Lord
your God, and he shall bless thy bread, and thy water; and I
will take sickness away from the midst of thee.”

[Ex0.23:25.] If you serve God He will surely meet your



need. Whatever you have that you cannot use to serve God,
surely you serve yourself with it or satan. Beware of
covetousness because your life does not consist in the
abundance of things you possessed. Whatever material
things you possess 1s not durable. “And one of the company
said unto him, Master, speak to my brother, that he divide
the inheritance with me. And he said unto him, Man, who
made me a judge or a divider over you? And he said unto
them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man's
life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he
possesseth. And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The
ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully: And
he thought within himself, saying, What shall I do, because
I have no room where to bestow my fruits? And he said,
This will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater;
and there will I bestow all my fruits and my goods. And I
will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for
many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry. But
God said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be
required of thee: then whose shall those things be, which
thou hast provided? So is he that layeth up treasure for
himself, and is not rich toward God.” [Luke 12:13-21.]



Hoarding money in the earthly bank does not make you
rich. Thieves can break into the earthly banks. Fire can
destroy the bank of this word, which is why it is not sure to
lay up your treasure in the banks of this world. Do not lay
up treasure for yourself in this world because you may be
rich before people but not before God. Note that whatever
that 1s in this world will pass away one day. “Lay not up for
yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth
corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: But lay
up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth
nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break
through nor steal: For where your treasure 1s, there will
your heart be also.” [Matt.6:19-21.] If your bank is in this
world it will get your attention and divert your heart from
God. Your focus and concentration ought to be in heaven
where Christ is seated at the right hand of God. “If ye then
be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above,
where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God. Set your
affection on things above, not on things on the earth. For ye
are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God. When
Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also

appear with him in glory.” [Col.3:1-4.] Your affection



should be on the things above. Whatever that come from
above 1s above all. Always know that God is the source of
all things. Serve Him faithfully and He will show you the
secrete of wealth. Love of money above God who is the
source of all things, is the root of all evil. “But godliness
with contentment is great gain. For we brought nothing into
this world, and it is certain we can carry nothing out. And
having food and raiment let us be therewith content. But
they that will be rich fall into temptation and a snare, and
into many foolish and hurtful lusts, which drown men in
destruction and perdition. For the love of money is the root
of all evil: which while some coveted after, they have erred
from the faith, and pierced themselves through with many
sorrows.” [1Tim.6:6-10.] It is God who make one rich by
following His way. We are not to live our lives like the
prodigal son but like a wise son. There is a coming wealth
transfer that is coming on the church and it 1s meant for
serving God’s mission. Sure bank is to lay up your treasure
in heaven by meeting peoples need in God’s way. God
blessed you so that you can become a blessing to other.
You serve God by ministering to peoples need. Pure

worship is to care for widow and the fatherless. “Pure



religion and undefiled before God and the Father is this, to
visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and to
keep himself unspotted from the world.” [Jas.1:27.] “The
heart of the matter, is the matter of your heart.” Where is
your heart? Is it for God or for money? You must take full
control of your heart so that it will not go astray. “Keep thy
heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life.”
[Pro.4:23.] God not money must get your heart. A young
rich man came to Jesus Christ after all said and done, Jesus
told him to go and sell everything he has and give it to the
poor. The young rich man went away sorrowful. Jesus now
finally said how hard will it be for rich people to enter into
heaven. Not that Jesus does not want us to be rich contrary
to some strange teaching but Jesus was showing us that the
centre of our heart must not be on money but on God.
“And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master,
what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life?
And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is
none good but one, that 1s, God: but if thou wilt enter into
life, keep the commandments. He saith unto him, Which?
Jesus said, Thou shalt do no murder, Thou shalt not commit

adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false



witness, Honour thy father and thy mother: and, Thou shalt
love thy neighbour as thyself. The young man saith unto
him, All these things have I kept from my youth up: what
lack I yet? Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt be perfect, go
and sell that thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt
have treasure in heaven: and come and follow me. But
when the young man heard that saying, he went away
sorrowful: for he had great possessions. Then said Jesus
unto his disciples, Verily I say unto you, That a rich man
shall hardly enter into the kingdom of heaven. And again I
say unto you, It is easier for a camel to go through the eye
of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of
God.” [Matt.19:16-24.] Jesus want this young man to have
treasure in heaven but the man was getting the whole things
wrong. Having treasure in heaven 1s by giving to the poor.
Sure bank is heavenly bank. Whatever you save in there
goes into heavenly fix deposit. When the time of need
comes you can withdraw at will. “But my God shall supply
all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ
Jesus.” [Phil.4:19.] Are you adding value to people lives or
you are subtracting. You ought to be an asset not a liability.

Whatever you do to people, you are doing it for God. And



God will surely pay you back. “When the Son of man shall
come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then
shall he sit upon the throne of his glory: And before him
shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one
from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the
goats: And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the
goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them on his
right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the
kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the
world: For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: [ was
thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took
me in: Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited
me: [ was in prison, and ye came unto me. Then shall the
righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an
hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink?
When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked,
and clothed thee? Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison,
and came unto thee? And the King shall answer and say
unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done
it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it
unto me. Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand,

Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared



for the devil and his angels: For I was an hungred, and ye
gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: I
was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye
clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.
Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw
we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or
sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee? Then
shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you,
Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did
it not to me. And these shall go away into everlasting
punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.”
[Matt.25:31-46.] May God grant you insight and a deep
understanding. Every spirit of selfishness is destroyed in
your life in Jesus name. At every level that your destiny
needed provision, heaven will speedily supply in Jesus
name. God will favour you. Extravagance grace will flow

on you in Jesus name.

For instance, if you need dining table and chair you
have to go into the forest and cut timber down, bring it to the saw
machine where it will be worked upon, until it is finished and
made useable after it has been polished. If you cannot put some
force to work your blessing will be inconvertible and unusable to
you. For any chemical reaction to take place, some form of
catalyse is required. For example, in order to make sulphuric
acid, two necessary ingredients are sulphur and hydrogen.
However, just bringing the two together will not result in
sulphuric acid. A third ingredient, a catalyst is needed. The
chemical reaction will take place and sulphuric acid will be made
only when a small quantity of silver is added as a catalyst. In the



same way, for the divine blessing to enter into the hearts of people
and react in their lives, a catalyst is necessary. Your divine
blessing must be provoked before its physical manifestation.
